Course Description:

In Theatre 1, students will explore theatre as an art and communication form. Students will work alone and in groups to read, write, research, build and present projects that examine acting, directing, theatre history, technical theatre and playwriting. Students are required to perform in front of the class and to complete all assigned projects on time. Students are also required to adhere to appropriate audience etiquette at all times in class. Through this course students will be able to sharpen their creative thinking, literacy and speaking skills as well as gain an appreciation for the art of theatre.

Areas explored during year:

Acting:  Character Analysis, Scene Analysis, Improvisation, Scene Performance, Monologue Performance

Technical Theatre: Stage configurations, Areas of the stage, Set Design, Props, and Publicity.

Theatre History:  Greek Theatre, Commedia Dell’Arte, Elizabethan Theatre, Japanese Theatre

Directing and Playwriting: Working in groups to act direct and create plays either written or improvised


Supplies needed for class:
1. ONE-INCH three-ringed HARD-SIDED binder with pockets:

This binder will be stored in the classroom and will contain all handouts, notes and your journal. This binder will be used as a writing surface for written assignments in class.

2. Pen AND Pencil: You may have to take notes and write in a script therefore you need both a pen and a pencil for class

3. Highlighter: You may want to highlight various areas of a study guide, handout or your script.

4. Three-hole punched pencil case to store inside your binder.

Classroom Rules:
1. Be on time for class. 1st offense = warning; 2nd offense = lunch detention; 

3rd offense = after school detention; 4th offense = office referral (this is a school policy.)

2. Follow all directions. Please listen and execute written and verbal instructions given by the teacher. If you have questions, please ask. I will also make sure that I check to make sure you understand my directions. 

3. Be appropriate. This rule covers everything from being respectful of the teacher and the other students to not defacing or damaging any items/materials in the entire performing arts center. This rule also helps to make sure that all students are supportive of each other in a performance and presentation environment. Discipline for breaking this rule will vary on the sever​ity of the offense. Consequences include: warnings, detention, phone calls home, and office referrals

4. No food or drink except water with a lid and NO GUM. This rule covers all food, candy, mints and basically anything you put in your mouth (including pen tops, tooth picks, straws, etc.)  All food items opened in this classroom will be confiscated.

Grading

Each student will be graded based on effort as well as ability. Each project that is graded will have a rubric to allow the students to understand how they are being graded.

· - Demonstrating good audience etiquette

30% Quizzes

****PLEASE NOTE: ALL Theatre 1 Students are REQUIRED to see 1 full-length theatrical performance each semester and write a 3 paragraph review of the show. Students are required to present proof of seeing the show: ticket, program etc. More information on this project is on the online calendar and on the Theatre web site.

REMEMBER: It is your responsibility to make up any missed work. Please note that if you are present when something is assigned, it is due the day you return from your absence. There is an online calendar that will let you know what we did each day in class. This online calendar will also have any handouts you may need.

Facility

This beautiful new facility marks a milestone for St. Cloud High School - SCHS has NEVER had a Theater before. Therefore you are required to respect the facility and treat it well. 

1. NO FOOD OR DRINK is allowed  anywhere in the building  (except for the lobby during specific events/occasions.  Your are allowed water in a clear bottle with a securely tightened cap.

2. NO GUM in the building AT ALL. If a student is chewing gum or looks like they’re chewing gum it’s an automatic after school detention. 
3. You are only to be in areas of theater as instructed by Ms. Loftus or another Fine Arts Teacher. If you are found in any area that you’re not supposed to be in i.e. the tech booth, dressing rooms etc. - consequences will vary on the severity of the infraction.
4. DO NOT TOUCH any theater equipment unless you’ve been instructed to do so by Ms. Loftus or another Fine Arts Teacher. This includes : tools,  costumes, props, lighting equipment and sound equipment . 
5. Please help us to keep the theater clean and undamaged. Please report any problems to a Fine Arts teacher. You will remain anonymous.
